' SOUTH PASADENA BEAUTIFUL

(GARDEN TOUR AND 3
PLANT SWAP

he Garden Tour and Plant
I Swap will be celebrating
another year as South
Pasadena Beautiful offers this
popular, annual spring event. Free
to the community, the event
includes the plant swap at the base
of the Oaklawn Bridge on Oaklawn
Avenue. Visitors may bring a plant
or plants they want to share or
exchange and have the opportunity
to take another plant home. It is
scheduled for Sunday, April 23 from
1 p.m. to 4 p.m., with the postpone-
ment of one week if it rains.

This year five gardens, within a
radius of one mile, will be on display
and may be viewed in any order.

216 Oaklawn Avenue - The
home of Marlowe and Brad Dawn
was built in 1907. The wide entry
walkway is flanked by iceberg roses,
while climbing Cecil Brunner and
Eden roses cover the front facade.
Leading into the back garden, the
curved driveway is flanked by
white crepe myrtle and purple leaf
plum trees. Many heritage roses are
used throughout the garden, such as
Graham Thomas and Sally Holmes.
Other plants used are lavenders,
abutilon, catmint, Boston ivy,
wisteria and viburnum. Two antique
gates in the back garden lead to the
pool and side yard areas. The color
scheme of this homeowner-
designed garden is lavender, pink
and white.

415 Oaklawn - This is the home
of Carolyn and Craig Watson. This
1903 Stimson built home sits on a
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large parcel of land. The Watsons
are in the process of restoring the
house and redesigning the extensive
gardens. The front yard, with its
large deodar cedar, consists of a
multitude of roses, iris, boxwood
and rosemary. Flanking the house
is a well-established California
Cottage garden and the recently
designed pool and deck area for
entertaining. From there, a pathway
leads down the hillside into a shady
arroyo, which was originally a
woodland garden. Trees include
eucalyptus, copper trees and an oak
grove. The area has two lily ponds,
a turn of the century pond and
waterwheel and camellia grove.
Other plants are lavenders, rock-
roses, blue agave, ferns and Mexican
weeping bamboo.

The tour’s other three homes are
located in Prospect Circle/Buena
Vista Avenue area just west of
Oaklawn Avenue.

905 Buena Vista - This is the
home of Pauline and Richard
Schneider. The California Ranch
style home was built in 1959. Its
spacious terraced gardens contain
a variety of azaleas, clivia, camellias,
wisteria, hibiscus, heliotrope,
butterfly bush, campanula, mondo
grass and roses. Along a garden
walk are pots of cymbidiums and
ferns situated near garden benches.
Other features include a waterfall,
swimming pool and large area for
entertaining. Well established trees
of this shady property include
deodar cedar, eucalyptus, sycamore,
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
