Since then they have trans-
formed the space into a lively urban
garden with vertical coverage and lots
of greenery. There is a wide variety of
trees, among which are citrus,
oldhami bamboo, olive trees, Queen
palms, a Caribbean copper tree, a
small smoke tree and brugmansia.
This is largely a garden of foliage and
succulents. Aloes and agaves punc-
tuate a backdrop of native California
lilac, kangaroo paws, purple sage,
blue fescue, purple fountain grass,
