Fall brings a new vear of activity for South Pasadena
Beautiful, Inc., which continues to be a productive
nonprofit organization in our beloved city. We are
successtul because of the great support of our many
members, 232 households strong this fall.

Let us review our projects for the year:

® We doubled the picnic area at Garfield Park by adding pavers
to a large dirt area adjacent to the picnic tables. The area was
frequently muddy, unsightly, and an attraction for children
wanting to play in the coze The City 15 now better able to rent
the expanded facilities for group events. South Pasadena Beau-
tiful prowided funds to replace sod adjacent to the pavers,
which was damaged during the paver construction project.

@ We financed a Boy Scout project to re-landscape the south
side of the War Memorial Building after the City provided
some essential waterproofing and electrical repairs.

® We provided 100 oak tree saplings for children who attended
the Bouth Pasadena Library program for Arbor Day. "We hope
these yvoung trees are prospering under the care instructions

provided to the chuldren

We are working with the South Pasadena
Public Library to provide some significant enhance-
ments to the front of the library. We hope to flank the
library’s entrance with two memorial benches, backed
by urns of various si1zes containing plants, and to in-
stall new trash receptacles, matching those already 1n
the library’s park. We also hope to expand the usabil-
ity of the lawn to the west of the library’s entrance,
creating more outdoor seating with new shade trees.

We report progress with the Isabelle Greene
design for the renamed Oaklawn Bridge Park adjacent
to the War Memorial Building. SPB provided part of
the funds to hire Greene. In July Greene presented her
design concept to representatives from city groups
which had sought her expertise. The Parks & Recrea-
tion Commussion and Cultural Heritage Commission
unamimously approved her concept. The Transporta-
tion Commussion 1s now looking into several tratiic
1ssues regarding the plan. The funding for the plan and
fiscal impact for the City must also be considered be-
fore the City Council 15 asked to approve the project’s
use of City land.

Other projects are in the wings, awaiting their
time for funding. We welcome vour donations (send to
our P.O. Box 1133) to help us finance these improve-
ments to our city. We look forward to a 2008-09 year
that will make us all proud to be members. Together
we are making a positive impact on our fine city.
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Every spring SPB recognizes property Owrers
who have done an outstanding job of making
their properties attractive.
